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Overview of the 2011 SEPA Conference  

T his yearõs SEPA confer-ence theme is 

òCreating Mountaintop 

Experiences.ó In topogra-

phy, a mountaintop is a 

point that is higher in eleva-

tion than all points immedi-

ately adjacent to it.

such as "summit," "pinnacle," 

"peak," and "zenith" are synonyms. With that in mind, how can we 

as planetarium professionals take our facilities to the mountaintop, 

the highest place possible? What can we do to create mountaintop 

experiences for our clientele, the public and/or students we serve? 

What have been the mountaintop experiences of our own careers in 

the planetarium field, and how can those experiences benefit oth-

ers in the profession?

A Sky-Skan Definiti full-

dome digital projection system was added in 2008 in a 6 -projector 

compact DLP configuration. The planetarium also features a 40 -ft. 

Spitz dome, ECCS Pleiades RGB cove lighting, and a Klipsch 5.1 

audio system installed by Bowen. As mentioned above, we are also 

pleased to announce the theater is being renovated with new Irwin 

seats, new carpet and a fresh coat 

of paint in advance of the confer-

ence! 

Then itõs on to some amazing 

planetarium shows and demos .

Our lunch speaker on Wednesday is Peter 

McLeish, a Canadian artist who specializes 

in paintings and multimedia events high-

lighting the beauty of science. His talk will 

be on òThe Hundred Year Hunt for Red 

Sprites.ó As you may be aware, red sprites 
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are upper atmospheric optical phenomena associated with thunder-

storms that have only recently been documented using low -light 

cameras. One researcher exclaimed it was as if biology had sud-

denly discovered a new human body part. 

Since then, an entire òzooó of luminous 

objects have been found in the rarified 

air above thunderstorms. Despite nearly 

a century of anecdotal reports, most 

scientists remained skeptical until the 

first images were captured on high -speed 

video. The blink of an eye lasts 250 milli-

seconds: sprites often last only ten.  

After lunch, join us for the pre -business meeting .  Please attend 

so youõll be prepared for any items to be voted on at Fridayõs full 

business meeting.  

Next, weõve designated a block of time on Wednesday afternoon 

just to explore the vendor exhibit area . Then another afternoon 

paper session to learn and share before sitting down for a delicious 

dinner. Afterward, weõll make our way to the YHC campus for our 

annual group photo. Then itõs back to the planetarium for the eve-

ning sessions.  

Young Harris sits at the heart of the ancestral Cherokee homeland, 

so it is our privilege to bring noted Cherokee historian and educator 

Freeman Owle to the planetarium for a special session on 

òCherokee Sky Legends.ó  Freeman was 

born on the Qualla Indian Boundary, home 

of the Eastern Band of the Cherokee Na-

tion, and is an authoritative lecturer and 

demonstrator of Cherokee culture. In De-

cember 2008 he did a book signing for the 

book òOrigin of the Milky Wayó at the Mu-

seum of the American Indian in Washington 

DC, and had the chance to teach the mu-

seum staff the art of storytelling in a work-

shop he was asked to conduct. He teaches 

from the native perspective, the Chero-

keeõs perception of themselves in relation 

to the things around them.  

Following Freeman will be the infamous Constellation Shootout . 

Jon Bell will host this annual favorite where you will compete in 

pointing out constellations, asterisms, stars with names, and deep 

sky objects with Messier numbers or names. Youõll go round-robin 

until thereõs only one left. Even if you donõt participate, atten-

dance is highly recommended as youõll learn so much about the 

night sky.  

After we leave the planetarium, youõll have the option to see many 

of those same objects in the real night sky! Weather permitting, 

you are invited to make your way with us to the parking area at the 

top of Brasstown Bald Mountain , Georgiaõs tallest peak with an 

elevation of 4,784 feet. Bring your own telescope if youõre ableñ 

this will be a great chance to use it under dark skies! Itõs about a 

30 minute drive from the planetarium to the summit. Carpooling is 

encouraged, as no shuttle bus will be available.  

Wednesday night is also the first Hospitality Suite of the confer-

ence. If youõve never attended a SEPA conference, this is where 

much meeting and greeting occurs and is always much fun and a 

great way to unwind. You may even witness a sighting of the Moun-

tain Woodchuck in the deep woods around the resort cottages! 

Thursday and Friday nights will both be capped off with a Hospital-

ity Suite as well. So be sure to attend and have lots of fun!  

Th ursday, June 23, is 

Tellus Day. Weõll 

board buses that morning for an 

excursion to the Tellus Museum 

and Planetarium  in Cartersville 

GA. David Dundee and his staff 

will host our group for lunch,

Konica-Minolta MEDIAGLOBE-II projector. Weõll also be treated to 

observatory solar viewing and a general tour of the facility. Tellus 

is a relatively new, world -class museum located just off I -75.  

After returning to Young Har-

ris, weõll have a fun and relax-

ing evening at the resortõs 

Sunset Pavilion .  Let yourself 

go in a real down home open-

air environment with a great 

view of Three Sisters Mountain 

and the golf course, including ñ 

with fingers crossed for good 

weather! ñ a sunset worthy of 

applause. Bring your camera - 

the photo opportunities are endless.   

For dinner, itõs a Brasstown Barbeque ! Casual is the word as we sit 

on picnic tables decorated with checkered cloths and oil lanterns.  

Help yourself to all the roasted peanuts in the shell that you can 

carry. But leave room for the old fashioned desserts such as skillets 

of fruit cobblers with ice cream. You can even belly up to the whis-

key barrel bar and have some country lemonade in a mason jar, or 

a good old-fashioned cream soda. Thereõll also be diversions like 

horseshoes and sand volleyball. So, òCome on Down!ó  We guaran-

tee you a unique and memorable experience.  

Hope you like mountain music; youõll hear lots of it. Our musical 

entertainment for the evening is Cornbread Ted & the Butter-

beans, bringing us FOOT STOMPIN' MUSIC from the Mountains of 

North Georgia!

Their musical 

repertoire includes Old -Time Fiddle Tunes, Jug Band Songs, Early 

Country, Bluegrass, Country Blues & Ragtime.  
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Interesting side note ñ Cornbread Ted & the Butterbeans have many 

connections to Young Harris College! For example, òTedó is Ted 

Whisenhunt , Chair of the Art Department and Associate Professor 

of Art. He has studied traditional Italian oil painting at the Univer-

sity of Lorenzo de Medici in Florence, Italy and teaches courses in 

painting, sculpture, photography, and design. His wife, Dr. Eloise 

Whisenhunt, plays òdog-houseó bass in the group and also teaches 

English at YHC.    

After the sun goes down, 

if skies are clear, weõll 

open up the YHC Obser-

vatory  for optional ob-

serving sessions. The 

observatory is located on 

property directly adja-

cent to the resort at the 

scenic Twiggs Overlook, 

so itõs a very short hop on 

the shuttle bus to get 

there. The observatory features a 14ó Celestron computerized Ger-

man equatorial telescope housed in a 15 -foot dome.  In addition to 

the main scope, the facility also contains a couple of outdoor tele-

scope piers which can mount and power other scopes, so if youõd 

like to bring your own telescope and do some viewing there, then 

by all means do so! 

Fr iday, June 24 finds us back at the conference center for 

morning workshop sessions . Workshops are special in that 

they run for a longer time than normal paper sessions and often 

include making something or providing hands -on instruction. Again, 

space is limited, so submit your workshop proposals early!  

After the workshops, itõs time for the SEPA business meeting. SEPA 

is designed to serve its constituents. Its members rarely meet, so 

itõs important to be part of its governance. Voting is limited to full 

SEPA members, but all delegates are welcome to attend the meet-

ing. 

After the meeting ends, you can grab a boxed wrap lunch to go and 

then head out to enjoy some free time  in the afternoon for your 

own mountain excursion. Thatõs rightñ many of you asked for a 

block of free time during the conference, so we set aside the entire 

afternoon for you to spend as you wish. There are so many fun 

things to see and do in the mountains that we worked with the 

resort to put together a list of optional activities you might enjoy ñ 

guided hikes, a waterfall trip, boat rides, even a daytime visit to 

the summit of Brasstown Bald! For all the details, see the separate 

page of Friday Afternoon Free Time Activities  later in this docu-

ment. If you see one you like, thereõs a place on the registration 

form to sign up.    

Friday ends with the gala banquet . The evening starts with a cash 

bar and the last chance to make bids in the silent auction. Remem-

ber, this money goes directly to the SEPA Professional Development 

Fund. Afterward, a delicious meal awaits, a real Georgia treat. But 

it doesnõt end there.  

Last, but definitely not least, is our keynote speaker, Dr. Mark 

Devlin . What better way to end our week of mountaintop experi-

ences than by hearing from an astronomer whose current projects 

include the highest telescope facility in the world, the Atacama 

Cosmology Telescope, at 17000 feet elevation in northern Chile!  

 

Mark has been called the 

òIndiana Jones of Astrophysics.ó 

Heõs an experimental cosmologist 

at the University of Pennsylvania 

who designs and constructs the 

devices that collect the data that 

help us understand our universe. 

Rather than working out theories 

on a chalkboard, he's more likely 

to be found crawling inside the 

frame of a car -sized telescope, 

soldering gun in hand, or standing 

on the windswept ice of Antarc-

tica preparing to send that high -tech appliance to the very edge of 

space on a NASA balloon. 

Mark will tell us about his work on BLAST, short for Balloon -Borne 

Large-Aperture Submillimeter Telescope, a sophisticated scanning 

device that detects light from distant star -forming dust clouds.  

BLAST! also refers to the movie of the same name done by Markõs 

brother Paul, an Emmy award -winning filmmaker. Paul followed 

Mark to five continents, from the Arctic to the Antarctic to launch 

this revolutionary new telescope. The goal was to look back in time 

to reveal a hidden Universe of never -before-seen starburst galaxies, 

providing clues to the Evolution of Everything. The successful flight 

of BLAST led to the verification that half the light in the Universe 

comes from these star-forming dust regions. From catastrophic 

failure to transcendent triumph, their adventure exposes the sur-

prising real life of scientists.  

Sa turday, June 25 is the last day of our conference. After a 

delicious catered breakfast, our final official activity will 

be the door prize drawing . If you would like to donate something 

for the drawings, please contact us. It will definitely be appreci-

ated by a fellow delegate. And donõt forget: you must be present in 

order to win a door prize.  

In closing, on behalf of both Rollins Planetarium and Young Harris 

College, it is a real honor for us to host SEPA and its members for 

this conference. We will do all we can to make this a mountaintop 

experience for all who attend.

Other options for passenger service in-

clude Chattanooga TN, Asheville NC, Greenville-

Spartanburg SC and Knoxville TN. Driving time 

from those airports is similar to that from Atlanta.  

There is no airport in Young Harris proper. The 

closest ones are in Blairsville GA and Andrews-

Murphy NC, but those are smaller, general avia-

tion facilities with no commercial passenger ser-

vice. The resort does have a heli-pad. 

If youôd prefer not to rent a car, our conference 

hotel will be happy to arrange shuttle transporta-

tion to/from the airport. They do require a mini-

mum number of people to share the ride so they 

can keep the cost down per individual on the trip.
